Durante la competencia de poomsae no hubo ningun problema con la evaluacidn
de los arbitros, sin embargo sucedié que en un momento de la competencia Denis
Berdugo me pidié que cambiara de area con él porque un estudiante competiria
en su area, me cambié rapidamente para evitar cualquier problemas, pero luego
descubri que su hija esta compitiendo en el area en la que yo estaba y habia
pasado la final y no me pidié que me cambiara de nuevo y la orden vino
directamente del Director de Competencia, el Maestro Chuong Pham. Como me
habian pedido que dejara la competencia de poomsae bajo la responsabilidad de
denis Berdugo, quien es el coordinador de poomsae de PATU, solo monitoreé si
los puntajes corrian de acuerdo con el area en la que estaba, donde nunca noté
un problema.

En el segundo dia del CRC Open G2, el arbitro Denis Berdugo sacé del drea de
competencia a dos entrenadores nicaraguenses alegando que vestian jeans, pero
sin avisar antes al RC ni al Director de Competencia para ver si habia alguna
determinacion por encima de él, lo que provocé protestas porque los técnicos
alegaban persecucion por intereses econdmicos con academias en Nicaragua. Ese
mismo dia interfirid en otra zona, posibilitando el uso del PSS con un nimero
inferior al determinado para la categoria, lo que de alguna manera podria
favorecer a un competidor, cuando me dijeron que la pelea ya estaba al final de Ia
2da ronda y no habia forma de cambiarla sin causar protestas y problemas
mayores, pero se encontrd que uno de los atletas representaba a Nicaragua y era
alumno de una de sus escuelas.

Después de estos hechos comencé a estar muy cerca y siguiendo su areay
solicitudes e IVR.

Recibimos muchas denuncias de técnicos en Guatemala, Costa Rica y Nicaragua lo
gue nos llevd a estar informando.

Mr President
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During the poomsae competition there was no problem with the referees'
evaluation, however it happened that in one moment of the competition |
was asked by Denis Berdugo to change areas with him because a student
would compete in his area, | promptly changed to avoid any problems, but
later | found out that his daughter is competing in the area | was in and
had passed the final and he didn't ask me to change again and the order
came directly from the Competition Director, Master Chuong Pham. As |
had been asked to leave the poomsae competition under the responsibility
of denis Berdugo, who is PATU's poomsae coordinator, | only monitored if
the scores were running according to the area | was in, where | never
noticed a problem.

On the second day during the CRC Open G2, referee Denis Berdugo
removed two Nicaragua coaches from the competition area claiming they
were wearing jeans, but without notifying the RC or the Competition
Director beforehand to see if there was any determination above him,
which caused protests because the technicians claimed persecution due
to economic interests with academies in Nicaragua. On the same day, it
interfered in another area, making it possible to use the PSS with a lower
number than determined for the category, which in some way could favor
a competitor, when they told me the fight was already at the end of the
2nd round and there was no way to change it without causing protests
and major problems, but it was found that one of the athletes represented
Nicaragua and was a student at one of its schools.

After these facts | started to be very close and following your area and
requests and IVR.

We received many complaints from technicians in Guatemala, Costa Rica
and Nicaragua which led us to be reporting.
